There is a shower room, a bathroom, three toilets, a TV lounge, a kitchen/dining room, a 
small lounge and a music room.  The garden is plentiful in size and has adult size swings, a 
barbecue area and a separate arts and crafts workshop with a ballpool. The garden area is 
securely fenced and can be accessed by the Service Users whenever they wish to.
